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The week leading up to Easter is known as Holy Week. It is designed to be a
pilgrimage which starts on Palm Sunday, when we hear about Jesus’ entry
into Jerusalem on a donkey.

As the week progresses, we journey with Jesus from the Last Supper to his
Passion and Cross, leading to the victory of God’s love which triumphed
over darkness on Easter Day when we celebrate the joy of the
Resurrection.
